
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

GetX allows Sage MAS 90 and 200 users to easily and quickly search for terms (words, dates 
or numeric values) across the system from one location, view search results in a concise and 
coherent manner, and directly launch tasks from the search results. 
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GetX  is an Indexing engine and search tool that can also be used to enhance your workflow and 
provide basic and rapid business intelligence. What this means is that GetX reads through your data 
and saves the results in an easily searchable structure. Data fields are broken down into individual 
words and retained for quick searching. 

GetX Indexing is smart. It will only update data that has changed since it last indexed. This makes for 
more accurate searches and quicker indexing. 

GetX does not search non-Business Objects Framework modules such as Payroll, Job Cost, MRP, 
Work Order and Time Card.   
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·  GetX requires version 4.4 or 4.5 of MAS 90/200 and follows the Sage current supported 
platform matrices. 

Operating system and hardware requirements follow Sage supported platform matrices for MAS 90 and 
MAS 200.

GetX Engine requires .NET version 2.0 on the MAS 90 /200 server

Note: the system requirements for GetX are the same as those published by Sage for MAS 90/200, 
with the possible exception of .NET version 2.0 which must be present on the server.  Microsoft offers 
free downloads of .NET from their website. 

To install GetX, make sure you run the installation file ‘GetXForMAS90.exe’ on the main MAS 90 or 
MAS 200 server. Follow the installation instructions.

Note: GetX calculates the approximate size 
of the Indexed database that will be 
searched.  This is equal the approximate 
size of the MAS 90 company folders. 

 

Note: The terms of the end user license agreement 
have not been finalized as of this writing. 
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In order to access GetX Search and Setup Options, the Launcher Tasks must be setup for the various 
Roles. 

 

GetX Search should be enabled for all users that will do searches. GetX Setup Options should be 
limited to those users who are authorized to make system level changes. 
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GetX search results are configurable in Role Maintenance as Security Events. 

 

Prevent users from seeing sensitive information while at the same time allow administrators to search 
whatever they want.  With GetX it is possible to select whether members of a Role can search 
individual entities such as A/R Customers or G/L Accounts.  

What’s more, GetX launches Tasks in the same manner as the Sage MAS 90 Desktop.  This means 
that Tasks that can be launched from GetX adhere to the security already setup in Role Maintenance.  
Individual users will only have access to Tasks they are allowed to launch as configured in Role 
Maintenance. 
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Activate GetX in all companies you wish to have searched. 
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GetX Options must be setup for each company. 

 

 

Note: For historical companies that you 
wish to search we recommend checking 
‘Enable Search Results for Company’ and 
‘Enable Indexing for Company’ for the initial 
indexing, then after the initial indexing 
return to deselect the ‘Enable Indexing for 
Company’ box. 
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Indicate whether Search Results should be displayed for each company.  You can also restrict the 
number of months history to be searched. 

Default settings are for all options to be enabled and the ‘Number of Months to Index’ equal to 24. 

Choose what data should be indexed as well as what Tasks can be launched from the search results. 

 

Indexing everything may produce large search results with data that may not be useful. GetX can be 
configured to search specific Entities (Tables) and fields. By default, GetX setup has selected the most 
useful Entities and fields to index. These can be updated. 

Default setup has been shipped with GetX. If default options are sufficient Hit ‘Next’ to go on and then 
‘Finish’. You must hit ‘Finish’ for the setup to be updated. 

User Defined Fields, and other 3rd party fields (including those from non-business framework modules) 
will appear in ‘Columns to Index’.  By default new fields such as these added to the data dictionary will 
be de-selected.  Simply return to this setup option to select them as needed. 
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GetX can be setup to index at regular times as a Windows Scheduled Task. 

 

 

The Setup for the GetX Indexing is a separate executable that must be run. It is located on the server: 

<Path-To-MAS90>\GX\Service\GetXIndexService.exe 

Run the executable.  GetX can be scheduled to index with intervals of Minutes, Hours, Days, and 
Weeks. The Windows Scheduled Task will run in the background even if nobody is logged onto the 
server. 

� Enter the MAS 90 credential under ‘User Logon’ and ‘Password’. This must be a valid MAS 90 
User that has access to GetX. 

� Enter the Windows Service information. Schedule can be base on Hours, Minutes, Days, and 
Weeks. 

� Enter the interval for the selected unit of time. 
� If the unit of time is Days or Weeks enter the Start Time. 
� If the interval is Weeks enter the Day of Week to execute the index. 
� Enter a proper Windows Logon. 

You must hit ‘Apply’ for these changes to take effe ct. After hitting ‘Apply’ you 

can ‘Run Now’. This will index the companies that a re setup in MAS 90 right then. 
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Search using already familiar internet style queries. 

 

GetX Search accepts internet style query text. It will break the query into individual terms and search 
for all terms. Results are returned in an easy to navigate manner. Select individual Companies and 
Entities to view or see all results together. Launch Tasks directly from the search results. 
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Searching for new york will return results with either new or york 

 

Searching for new and york will return results with both new and york (including New Jersey and York 
Road) 
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Searching for “new york” (quotes included) returns only literal match of ‘New York’ 

 

Searching “new york” 10005 returns results with literal ‘New York’ or 10005 
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Searching “new york” AND 10005 returns results with literal ‘New York’ and 10005 

 

Searching “new york” NOT 10005 returns results with literal ‘New York’ but not 10005 
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
